    In The Screwtape Letters, Lewis 
uses his wonderful gift of imagination to 
bring us a satire involving letters from 
Screwtape, undersecretary of the depart-
ment of temptation to his nephew Worm-
wood.  The object of these letters are les-
sons in how to secure the soul of one pa-
tient, a human being for “Our Father Be-
low,” the devil.  But they are laboring un-
der cruel odds, as Screwtape admits, as 
their enemy, God is at work with his an-
gels as well.   

Here love, laughter and loyalty to “the 
enemy,” God are to be discouraged at 
any cost.  Who will win...the devils or the 
angels.
